For 2010-2011, the Charlevoix Public Schools made Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP)
in English language arts and mathematics. All schools in the district also made

AYP. None of our schools were identified for school improvement, corrective action
or restructuring.

This is my 5th year as Superintendent in Charlevoix and I'm convinced that this
community strongly supports education and that everyone has a vested interest in
what takes place academically in our school system. Charlevoix parents have a long
history of taking great interest in making sure their children utilize the many
educational opportunities to reach their goals.
